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Book Looks

This month’s book to be reviewed is located in the
Virginia section of our Genealogy Society’s library. Itis
entitled Journals of the House of Burgesses of Virginia 1727-
1734, 1736-1740. In our opinion the best part of the book is
its detailed index, containing names, places and subjects. For
the rest, it’s practically unreadable because the editor decided
to keep the old-fashioned “s” that looks like an “f” through-
out the journals. It’s easy enough to read the old-fashioned
spelling, for instance “loial” instead of “loyal,” but people are
too used to today’s alphabet to switch easily to other letters.

The back of the book says (in modern-day printing,
we’'re happy to add): “These journals chronical the very birth
of our couniry’s independence.... The journals contain the
names of the burgesses as well as the names of the citizens
who had grievances or petitions to present, or for whom some
Jjudgment was being made. They are a record of the early
lawmaking process in this country and offer a glimpse of the
issues that faced the Colony in those days. The issues
sparked the desire for independence that smoldered in the
hearts of our forefathers: tobaccco taxes, tithables,
committees, the building of defensive installations, speeches
by Governor Gooch and the King’s representative, and
matters of law and justice.... The value of this editien lies in
the authenticity of the information.”

The Appendix contains a petition of the Virginia
Quakers, and gives a short list of of signers.

A label in the front of the book says: From the
Library of Edith Hughes, 1997.

If you have early Virginia ancestors, it will pay you
to look over this index, if only to find out what was going on
in the county or parish where your ancestor lived,

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The New Civil War Soldiers
- and Sailors System

1f you had ancestors in the United States between
1860 and 1870, it is almost certain that they were impacted
by the War Between the States, History tells us that brother
fought brother and neighbor fought neighbor.

The Civil War Soldiers and Sailors System
(CWSS) is a cooperative project of the Federation of
Genealogical Societies, the Genealogical Society of Utah/
Family History Departinent, the National Park Service, and
the National Archives. The newly announced website is
www civilwar,nps.gov. The project started in the early
1999s and culminated in September 2004, It invelved
thousands of data-entry volunteers from the “North” and
“South.” 1t also demenstrated the pewer of private-public
partnerships in accomplishing the indexing. The project
involved a vast number of records previously oaly archived
or microfilmed.

To use the “Seldiers” segment, for instance, you
will need the first and last name of the soldier (the only
required field is the surname); unit, and function, e.g.,
infantry, cavalry, etc. According to the article about this in
the Tri-City Genealogical Bulletin, there will be hyperlinks
that are included in the “result” screen. Clicking those
opens a world of data for you such as Muster In and Muster
Out dates, history of the regiment or unit, major battles in
which it participated, numbers lost in these battles {even
quantifying officers vs. enlisted), and the number who died
from disease. Prebably the most significant link found on
the regimental history page is the link to pull together a list
of all soidiers associated with the specific unit. The article
says it’s like, when you are checking the census films, you
want to consider your ancestors’ neighbors close by,

ial Day Origin Unclear In First Years Following Civil war

“Your silent tents of green by Myra Vanderpsol Gormley

Memorial Day, originally called Decoration Day and Poppy Day (after World War T) is a legal holiday observed annually in
the United States. It began at the end of the American Civil War, a brutal war where brother fought brother and the best of
friends became the worst of enemies. Genealogy makes history come alive because through research, we come to know these
ancestors and learn about their participation in battles and wars long ago. To their descendents, these soldiers graves are much
more than silent tents of green.

The custom of placing flowers on graves is an old one that exists in many countries. People not omy honor those who gave
their lives in battle on this special day. But they also remember deceased family members and friends,

Several communities lay claim to having had the first Memorial Day, but Waterloo, N.Y. was recognized in 1966 by the
federal government as being the birthplace, a century after its first celebration. In 1865, Henry C. Welles, a Waterloo druggist
mentioned at a social gathering that honor should be shown to the patriotic dead of the Civil War by decorating their graves,
He again mentioned this subject in the spring of 1866 to Gen. John B. Murray, then clerk of Seneca County. Murray
embraced the idea and a committee organized to plan a day to honor the dead,

]

The Waterloo townspeople adopted the idea wholeheartedly. Wreathes, crosses and bouquets were made for each veteran’s
gi‘ave. Flags flew at haif-staff and the village was decorated with evergreen boughs and mourning black streamers. On May

. 1866, civic societies joined the procession to the three existing cemeteries. They were led by veterans marching to martial
mhm{, At each cemetery, there were impressive and aeugthy services.

The location of the first Memorial Day observance is in dispute. Some claim the custom of honoring our war dead began in
Boalsburg, Pa. Others say the custom was originated by some Southern women who placed flowers on the graves of both
Union and Confederate soldiers after the Civil War. Still others claim the first Memorial Day service took place on May 30,
1866, at the burial ground for Union soldiers on Belle Isle near Richmond, Va.

Regardless, the first official recognition of Memorial Day, as such, was issued by Gen. John A. Logan. This was General
Order No. 11, establishing “Decoration Day,” as it was then known. The date of the order was May 5, 1868—two years after
Waterloo, M. Y 8 first observance. In 1882, the name Decoration Day was changed to Memorial Day, and in 1971, Memorial

Day was declared a national holiday to be held the Jast Monday of May every year. -
